Bikeability Learn to Ride This course s for School Year 3 and above.

This session is for trainees who cannot ride a bike with pedals without stabilisers, in:luding older
childrem who hawe never mastered the skill. The session lasts 1.5 hours. Riders need time to absorb
and practise the Learn to Ride skills, therefore they MUST NOT attend a Learn to Ride and a Level 1
course within the same holiday period.
